Belgian Air Force models !

The models presentedhere are  build by our fellow club members Jean Claude Janssens, Pierre Chipotovsky and Christophe Wera!

Beginning by the model of Pierre; here is the HUNTER used by the Belgian Air Force, model is from REVELL at 1/32 scale ! Pierre slitghly improved the cockpit and the model itself with photoetched parts and resin seat; decals are from DACO….our national decals producer ! about the paint job, Piere used AEROMASTER colours. (pics huntercamo 1, 3,4,5 and 6)

Second model; build by Jean Claude; is still a HUNTER; but this one was used by the Red Devils  . Model is 1/48 scale from ACADEMY, decals from DACO, paint is from TESTOR. Jean made a big paint job on this one, making all the national colours and the white line himself ! The seat is from KMC. This bird was used by our Acrobatic team since 1957 and was later replaced by the Fouga Magister.(pics hunter.1 and 2)

Third, is the T-33, at 1/48 scale. Model is from ACADEMY and build by Jean too. This bird was used by the Flight School , flight without Visibility, based at Bierset Air Base in 1957. Metal job is from Testor Metalizer and the cockpit is from KMC !(pics t33.1, 2 and 3)

Fourth, still by Jean, is the FOUGA MAGISTER, a kit coming from Fonderie Miniature at 1/48 scale. This is a multi media kit, with photoetched , metal and resin  parts. Canopy is a vacu one…..it was not an easy kit but it give a great result ! Paint job is as usual from Testor Metallizer. The bird here depict a plane used by the Elementary Flight School based at St Tronds. ( pics fouga.1, 2 and 3)

Fifth, the F-84 E, model from TAMIYA at 1/48 build by Jean. Nothing to say about the model, everybody know about it ! decals are still from DACO but for the rest it is build Straight from the box, paint is the same as the rest ! The plane is one from the 1 st sqd, 2 nd wing from florennes Air Base.(pics f84e.1, 2 and 3)

Sixth, F-84 F,an old model from MONOGRAM at 1/48; Jean added some decals from DACO and build it From the Box for the rest ! Bird was based at florennes Air Based and was part of the 2 nd Wing.(pics f84f.1 and 2)

Seventh, the Hanriot  HD1 build by Christophe ! The model is from EDUARD at 1/48 scale. This bird was the one used by the Willy COPPENS, from the 9 st sqn in 1918 !

About the model, easy to build and Christophe used HUMBROL paint and make the paint job directly; hand free ! (pics hanriot.1, 2, 3 and 4)

Last one…the plane that was beloved by so many pilots, the F-104 G ! Here Jean used the HASEGAWA model at 1/48 scale. He just added some photoetched parts from EDUARD to enhance the kit. Also, DACO provide the decals…and Testor the paint….The ladder is also coming from DACO. .(f104g and f104g.1)

Well, i'm a bit sorry about the quality of some pics, those were shoot outside; weather was grey at the time of the shoot ; but after all it appear to be awfull. Metalic paint looks white with the natural light ! I didn't have more time to shoot other pics so…..i coudn't show you more
