Do-335 A-12

Hello.  My name is Mirko Meier and I´m from Perú.  I have been making models long time ago but I was more dedicated  to building 1/72 aircraft models.

Recently I have entered to the huge world of 1/48 scalemodels, more precisely to the German WWII aircraft, as I found it fascinating.

This was my second kit in this scale, the Tamiya Do-335 Twin Seater or training version, plus the AIRES twin cockpit  resin set for this plane.

It was a little tricky to work with the resin, but I managed to deal with it. I haved to make a lot of corrections to the model to make the resin parts fit.

As about the painting I used Model Master Enamel paints RLM 81, RLM 82 and RLM 76. The kit decals are superb, and just with a little amount of Microscale decal setting products it worked all fine.

As for the weathering of the plane I used  Raw Umber oil washes in several parts of the plane like the wheel hubs, cockpit hubs, etc.  For the panel lines all over the plane I used black watercolor paint very diluted. All the plane was ¨dusted¨ with some pastel chalks to look as a very dirty plane.  Finally, the exhausts and pipes were painted with very diluted flat black paint and with my best friend in this matters, my VJR airbrush from Paasche.
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
