  This is my rendition of Hasegawa’s –5 corsair. The kit started as the –5N, the night fighter variant. That option did not appeal to me. Upon close inspection of the kit contents I realized that all the parts to produce a regular –5 were in the kit.

  I decided to build the kit in flight, a personal thing. The “blurred “ prop was achieved by cutting clear plastic sheet stock in the diameter of the finished kit prop. The four blades were cut to shape and painted. The finished blades were then attached to the prop hub.

  I wanted to depict a Korean era –5, so a Korean era pilot was needed.  Monograms F 86D Saber pilot was perfect.  The remainder of the kit was built out of the box.  A great build with a fantastic fit.
