Minikits – by Justin Davenport

Revell Minikits are wonderful little pre-printed, pre-colored snaptite kits that can be built in minutes.  I first stumbled upon them a while back and found them so nice for building at work that I collected more and more.  Now I’ve got a good number of them, and they grace my computer desk.  
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Spring 2003: at an air base in Iraq: An Iraqi MiG is taxying from its hardened shelter when an RAF Tornado and a USAF F-117 attack the base.  The Tornado is seen here firing its Mauser cannon at the MiG, which blew up in a ball of flame a few moments later.  The Stealth fighter has just finished laying sticks of bombs on the shelters themselves.  This attack is just one of many attacks that leave the Iraqi Air Force impotent to continue the war.

Okay, the nature of the diorama (included in a Gulf war Minikit set) meant that I had to use creative license to get the three planes (esp. the F-117) to be part of the diorama.  The 117 is kinda low and had better pull up to avoid a collision!  I had fun doing this…I used cotton to simulate the gun firing and snapped off the Tornado and F-117 “landing gears” for the inflight look.  I used CA to glue the planes at their locations.

My minikit collection features most of the modern jet fighters, plus several airliners and helicopters, and a Space Shuttle.

I hope you all enjoyed seeing these little kits.
