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This is Revell’s Bf 109 G-4 converted to a G-2. The making of the model is already been discribed by others, so I just biscribe the changes to the model. I used the wheels early set wheels from True details and the tailwheel came from a old Bf 109 E (Hasegawa) kit. The tailwheel-bay was opened up with a scalpel. The Cockpitset came from Aires and this was realy marvelous but I used a seat belt set from MDC. I also used a new proppellor from MDC. The underwing cannons where replaced with brass tubes and the machineguns where drilled out. The hole for the wire-antenna was relocated. There was also a springfeather with a cable  etatched to the cockpit which I made from brass wire and some streched sprue.   
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After Assemby of the Aircraft I Painted my model in the original paintsceme of RLM 74/75/76. I used Myself mixed Tamiya paint for this. After this hade dried I sealed this in with Future Floor pollish. After a couple of days I sprayed the top coat with Revell’s White. After this hade dried for a copple of hours I made the scratches with a toothpic dooped in terpentine and some bigger weathering with a cottonswab. After A drying time of a couple of days I Sprayed the whole aircraft again with Future. When this hade dried for a day I put the decals on which where from Eaglecal sheet nr. 3252, Major Hans “Assi “Hahn part 3. After A good night sleap I sealed it al in with A mix of Future and Tamiya flat paint. Last but not least there was after finishing the model some weathering with pastels.
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I enjoyed making this model. Now it’s time to put the Focke-Wulf 190 D-9 from Revell together.
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
